                       HIKING OR BIKING
We have 76 miles of PAVED ROADS  which are utilized by

Joggers and Mountain Bikers.  The auto traffic is minimal.
The ISLAND HERITAGE TRAIL at the D I Township Park covers two miles.  This trail has some slope and is all in the shade

The RAINBOW TRAIL on Maxton Cross Rd is 4.6 miles. The trail is in both shade and open areas and mostly flat. (No biking here.)
The DRUMMOND ISLAND RESORT & CONFERENCE CENTER
has 6 miles of Hiking and Mountain Biking Trails open to the public.  These trails are mostly shaded and flat.
Maps are available at the Visitor Center.
The DNR has 76 miles of DESIGNATED ORV TRAILS on State Land

with varied terrain. Three trail head parking areas are provided.  These trails are numbered and marked so you can enjoy them in increments.

This 76 miles is used by hikers, mountain. bikers,  motorcycles, and  ATV/ORV’s.  Colored coded maps are available at the Visitor Center and they contain GPS coordinates. Remember ALL SHORE LINES in
Michigan are for FEET ONLY. For the ultimate adventure, try TURTLE RIDGE ORV PARK just off Maxton Road. Eleven miles of water, mud and rock climbing.
There is approximately six miles of a great gravel road used by cars, ATV/ORV’s, Mountain Bikes and Motor Cycles from the Johnswood intersection via Glen Cove Road to Glen Cove Beach.  A  small parking area is provided for your car. This is a good starting point for hiking or biking to the MARBLE HEAD VIEW POINT (6 mi. round trip).
We have specific areas on the South Shore that are great for hiking and biking to WARNERS COVE and GRAVEL LAKE.  Also, there is great hiking or biking to the Northeast Shore. Be sure to stop by the Visitor Center for specific directions (we don’t want you to hike or bike on environmentally rare land or private property.
Stop by THE VISITOR CENTER at the Four Corners “blinking light “ for additional information, and TRAIL MAPS.
We sell a SPORTING GUIDE map ($2.00) designating the State Land from the Private Property. ORV TRAIL maps are $0.50.

SNOWMOBILE TRAIL maps are FREE.

SNOWMOBILING -- X-COUNTRY SKIIING--
SNOWSHOEING
We have 100 miles of Groomed Snowmobile Trails, and a tree lined route -  the International Ice Bridge – to Canada.  Don’t forget to check in with Customs, both Canadian and U.S.  Your passport, sled registration, liability insurance card and picture ID is required.. Our Snowmobile Trails are open between December 1, and April 1. weather permitting. Call 800-737-8666 for actual opening.
Snowmobile Trail Maps are free, upon request.

There are Groomed X-Country Ski trails at THE RAINBOW TRAIL (4.6 miles) (NO Snowshoeing here) and DRUMMOND ISLAND RESORT & CONF CENTER  (6 miles).

Snowshoe the ISLAND HERITAGE TRAIL at the D I Township

Park (2 miles), or a section provided at the DRUMMOND ISLAND
RESORT & CONF CENTER or any part of the 76 miles of Designated DNR Trails.
